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In the Commodore’s Wheelhouse ;t

The view from the Wheelhouse is a bit different this month
from the usual view of Gastineau Channel. As | write this
I am overlooking the azure blue waters of Maalaea Bay.
Maalaea Bay is located between four of the Hawaiian
Islands and is where our Humpback whales spend their
winters and calve in the Spring. To date, | have not
viewed any of the leviathans, but judging by the large
pods | saw forming in Frederick Sound as | left Juneau,
there should be a good showing this winter. Maalaea Bay
is also the location where George Vancouver stopped
during his 1790's voyages. As | walk around the area |
am constantly reminded that 65 years ago this area was
on the front line for World War Il. Years ago, while visiting
this area with my dad, he was extremely informative
describing the events of the time in this area. He served
as the navigator on the destroyer, USS Kidd (DD661), and
Pearl Harbor was his departure port for the Pacific Pickett
line. Prior to their sailing they sighted their big guns on
one of the local Hawaiian Islands. More importantly, ships
departing for the far Pacific would pull into Maui to
undergo degaussing of their vessel in order to reduce the
attraction of Japanese mines. Degaussing is a process of
“demagnetizing” a metal ship by sliding large cables
carrying 2000 amps or more of electricity along the side of
the ship. This process worked fine unless the ship
travelled on a straight course, whereby the earth’s
magnetic field would undo the degaussing. With an
ocean full of submarines and kamikaze planes it was easy
for ships’ captains to have the incentive to maintain a
zigzag course. Today the old generator building for the
degaussing houses the Education Center for NOAA's
Hawaiian Islands Humpback Whale National Marine
Sanctuary.

As | look toward the West Maui Mountains | see 20 new
wind turbines. These turbines each provide 1.5 MW of
electricity. The windmill field provides approximately 10%
of Maui’s electrical power. Electrical power throughout
the Hawaiian Islands is largely dependent on fossil fuel
generation. So the installation of wind power is well
received by the locals. The cost of running diesel
generators is something with which we in Juneau are very
familiar.

As | begin getting a feel for the local concerns, | find the
local problems are not too different from ours in Juneau.
Getting a new project permitted presents a host of
