10 RULES FOR PREPPING YOUR BOAT FOR SALE
The cliché goes ‘you only get one chance to make a
good impression — really true when it's time to sell your
boat.

1. Make sure your boat looks good. Tidy up, put away
loose items. “Neatness’ is the byword.

2. Make sure the boat is clean inside and out. Scrub
away mold aor mildew and remove olil, trash and
debris from all bilge areas

3. Make sure the boat smells good, and has no
unpleasant odors. Get rid of odor-causing agenst,
ventilate the boat and place odor absorption agents
where needed Make sure all heads and topolet
areas are odor free; empty the holding tanks.

4. Make sure the boat is warm and dry, and pay
attention to ventilation; a tightly closed boat can feel
very stale. In cooler weather leave a heater and fan
running.

5. Make sure all mechanical and electrical items are
properly installed and work as intended. If they
don't, remove them from the boat. Rule of Thumb: If
it's listed as part of the boat, it must be there, and
must work.

6. Make sure access to the vessel is as convenient as
possible. Leave one or more flashlights handy as
well as a roll of paper towls so visitors may wipe
their hands or the dipstick after checking the ail, etc.

7. Boatkeeping: If you are absent, find a dependable
local person to look after the boat for you, deal with
small issues and report to you if anything is not right.

8. Fuel and Water: leave fuel tanks full to avoid
condensation and to be sure there is sufficient fuel
aboard for any sea trials. Empty water tanks and
winterize the lines when winterizing the boat.

9. Engine(s): Make sure the engine is ready to go
when it comes time -- oil and flues are topped off
and checked, belts are tight and the water pump
impeller is good. If youleave the raw water valve
shut off, be sure to leave a note on the ignition
switch.

10. Leave full operation instructions written out in the
event you will not be available for any potential sea
trials, noting any peculiarities of the boat and
specific operating instructions.
