Dear JYC Member: 
 
As we start a new club season, I would like to take a moment to pass along to you some information about your club. 
 
We as an organization are organized as a non-profit club.  As all of you know our income comes from personal dues and 
the rental of our Club house facility. 
 
I am happy to report that JYC is in excellent financial condition. As an organization membership hovers from year to year 
with about 200 members.  The 2009 Board reviewed the dues structure and I am happy to report that for the foreseeable 
future the dues will remain at $50.00 per person with $100.00 per couple.  A separate class was considered for younger 
boaters, but it was determined that $50.00 yearly membership fee was the lowest of any yacht club in the nation and 
affordable to anyone involved in boating. 
 
Looking down the line, there are two things that are needed for the future of JYC that will affect all members.  First, there 
will need to be a substantial outlay of money for replacement of windows and siding.  The Board has obtained preliminary 
estimates of what it will cost to bring the facility into an up-to-date state.  These estimates are in the range of $50,000-
$75,000.  The Board is investigating possibilities of getting Federal/State assistance to help defray the cost, but there is 
no assurance that the full amount will not have to be borne by the Club. Ideas for expanding the rentals of the facility are 
being explored. But, needless to say, a bank loan will need to be obtained.  
 
The second item, looking at the organization for the long-term, is leadership.  As with any volunteer organization, only a 
small core of people accept leadership positions.  As you look at the JYC members there are a number of past 
commodores and in some cases these members have served more than once. In short, the existing Board and Past 
Commodores are tired.  What is needed for taking the club forward is a new set of leaders at all levels.  As the Board 
looks to the new challenges of reconditioning the building, it also needs a new team to help update and reinvent the Club 
and its activities.  During the next month a nominating committee will be formed and begin searching for those interested 
in serving in leadership positions for next year. If you have any desire to serve in a leadership position, please let me 
know.  The pay is nil, but after having served as Sail Squadron Captain, Rear Commodore, and this year as your 
Commodore, I can tell you that serving is worthwhile. Seeing forward progress gives a sense of accomplishment and the 
interaction with outstanding people is rewarding.  I find the boating community to contain some of the finest people in 
Juneau.
